Recipient will have until December 31% of
award year to make final arrangements of scholarship funds.

If the applicant’s
transcript reflects a place of birth other than the United States, appropriate proof of
citizenship must be furnished (i.e., a copy of the photo page of a valid U.S. passport, copy
of Naturalization certificate or a birth certificate for U.S. Citizen Born Abroad).

® MUST be a high school graduating senior.

* MUST be accepted to an accredited post-secondary educational institution and enrolled
within 6 months or graduation.

e MUST register as a full-time student.

¢ MUST have a 2.75 or better cumulative High School Grade Point Average (GPA),
provide verification at the completion of the first semester of senior year.



MUST provide two signed letters of recommendation from people who have known you
for more than 2 years and who are not related to you. One of the letters must be from a
teacher.

A face to face interview may be required as well as newspaper recognition and
attendance at a monthly Dodge Chamber of Commerce Meeting.

MUST volunteer community service (minimum of 5 hours) in a Dodge service
organization or one of the affiliated Dodge Chamber of Commerce Businesses or events.
