Her body was found in a rural area in Clay County 19 days after she
was reported missing. Sydney, the crystal-blue eyed girl with the soft heart, who
was just 24 years old, was taken from this earth on November 16, 2017. George &
Susie Loofe, Parents of Sydney, decided to partner with us and advocate for the
cause to prevent situations like this from happening. Our goal is to teach the
community how to recognize when there could be malicious intent involved when
communicating with others.

Eligible High Schools: Nebraska High Schools (Public, Private, Exempt or Homeschool)
Demonstrate plans to attend an institution of higher learning that will make an impact on the
community in the interest of safety, and the desire to protect the vulnerable in the areas of:

o Countering human trafficking

o Online safety

o Cyber security

can make a difference in the lives of others.

o Tell about your leadership ability in student and/or community service and achievements that set you
apart.

o  About your specific achievements that sets you apart for this scholarship. (200 words or less)

e  Who is your biggest role model, and why? (200 words or less)
